For all state employees administering the agency at central, regional and area offices including service coordinators and case managers working with service recipients. 
5911-2000
Transportation
 
For some of the transportation that assists individuals from home to day/employment services. Other dollars are embedded in residential/day/employment/state operated and other accounts.  This line item sees little growth despite transportation needs.

5920-2000
Community Residential

For more than 10,000 individuals in community residential settings including 15 hours or more of weekly individual apartment/home support to 24 hour/7 days per week residential settings.  New wait list developing.
5920-2006
Residential Rate Initiative 
To address the low rates in residential settings due to lack of cost of living adjustments since 1986; funded at $2 million of $30 million requested as of 2/01/2008.

5920-2010
State Operated community programs
Pays for state run group homes staffed by state employees. An outgrowth of deinstitutionalization and part of labor agreements.

5920-2020
Boulet/Waiting List
 
For services to 2445 individuals in day and residential (2225 of that number) settings through a five year settlement.  The line item kept funds clearly delineated during the settlement period and continues. 
5920-2025
Day/Employment
 
Pays for employment services, sheltered settings and some limited day activity support services. High wait list for employment.
5920-3000
Family Supports

Pays for a range of services including respite care, after school, social support, community safety, independent living with less than 15 hours per week of staffing and other services.  Funding is for children and adults. High wait list. 
5920-3010
Autism Division
 
For children with autism, primarily funding behavioral and social supports and centers for information, referral and outreach across the state. (adults with autism who are eligible for DMR funding, access residential, day/employment and family support services).  
5920-5000
Turning 22
 
For students graduating high school who require adult services.  These funds then get transferred to specific accounts that define the services received in the subsequent fiscal year.  The dollars are also “annualized” in the subsequent year which means they increase to provide a full year of funding.  As of 2/2008, this account is underfunded effecting hundreds of young adults.

State Schools
 

For the 6 institutions still operating, serving a total of 877 adults.
5948-0012
DOE/DMR
 
To support children and teens in their homes or home communities and prevent residential school placement away from family.  Account is flat.
5982-1000 Templeton Retained Revenue
Allows DMR to use revenue from sale of milk.

4000-0117
Human Services Salary Reserve (Purchase of Service)
Provides salary increases for staff in community programs.  No allowance is made for benefits.
Budget line items are 8 numbers with a dash between the main set of numbers and the more specific point of reference (like our 9 digit zip codes).  There sometimes is no rhyme or reason.  You can usually spot all the line items once you have one main number in the particular agency that you are searching in.  Agencies such as MassHealth are difficult to quantify services to budget since they reflect very large accounts where funding of services to people with disabilities are aggregated with other populations.
