Recruitment for Day Habilitation hearing, which will be held on February 23, 2011 at 10 a.m. at Hoagland-Pincus Conference Center (222 Maple Ave. Shrewsbury, MA 01545).  

There is an important emphasis to recruit families who have sons/daughters with intense, high medical or behavior needs to submit written and/or give oral testimony at the Day Hab hearing. Below emphasizes who we need to recruit and why:

· Recruit individuals with medical/behavior needs who have transitioned out of a nursing home or institution. 

· The biggest proposed rate cut (4.4%) by the Division of Health Care Finance and Policy (DHCFP) is in the high need services.

· DHCFP changed the average program operating size by assuming an increase jump from 28 to 35.

· DCHFP changed the assumption for high staffing ratio for high need services from 1:3.5 to 1:3.64 (rates for low and moderate need services were not changed).
